RAAS GARBA

History:

Raas Garba is the most representative dance in the state of Gujarat, India. Its name comes from
Sanskrit where Raas means "sweet, emotion" and Garba "matrix, openwork lamp". Its origin dates
back to the celebrations of Navrati (9 nights) in worship of the different forms of Shakti.

The festival is divided:

Day 1 to 3 > Durga worship (courage and strength)

Day 4 to 6 > Lakshmi worship (prosperity)

Day 5 to 8 = Sarasvati worship (wisdom and art)

Day 10 > Celebration of the victory light over darkness (Viyaia Dasami)

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Technic:

Circular dance in whose center is the Garba or an image of the deity. Changes of direction and turns

are made.

Specifically used steps are:

Dhodhiya: 6-step sequences
Hinch: 8 step sequence

Ek Taali: Slap
Bey taali: two pats

Tran Taali: Three Claps

Chorn: is a type of dhoti sewn with rope to tie at the waist or elastic.

Kediyu: it is a garment that is worn above the chorn to cover the upper part of the body, similar to a

frilly kurta that gives flight in the turns

Phento: it is a turban rolled in several turns.

Women:

chaniya choli: a three-piece dress decorated with beads, shells, mirrors, stars and embroidery

choli: it is an embroidered and colorful blouse

chaniya: skirt with a lot of flight
dupatta: veil with embroidery

Bey taali: dos palmadas

Tran taali: tres palmadas

Chorn: es un tipo de dhoti cosido con cuerda para atar en la cintura o eldstico.

Kediyu: es una prenda que se usa por encima del chorn para cubrir la parte superior del
cuerpo, similar a un kurta con volantes que da vuelo en los giros

Phento: es un turbante enrollados en varias vueltas.

Mujeres:

chaniya choli: un vestido de tres piezas decorados con cuentas, conchas, espejos, estrellas y bordados
choli: es una blusa bordada y colorida
chaniya: falda con mucho vuel
